Power requirements for electrical equipment differ from area to area.

120V, 60Hz for USA and Canada

220V, 50Hz for Europe except UK

240V, 50Hz for UK and Australia

110V/120V/220V/240V, 50/60Hz switchable for other countries.

Voltage conversion

Each machine is preset at the factory according to its desti-
nation, but some machines can be set to 110V, 120V,
220V or 240V as required.

If your machine’s voltage can be converted:

Before connecting the power cord, turn the VOLTAGE
SELECTOR located on the rear panel with a screwdriver
until the correct voltage is indicated. Models for USA,
Europe, Canada and Australia are not equipped with this
facility.

What you should know to protect yourself.

Watch out! You might get an electric shock.

® Never touch the plug with wet hands.

®  Always pull out by the plug and never the cord.

® Only let a qualified professional repair or reassemble the Akai Amplifier. An
unauthorized person might touch the internal parts and receive a serious electric
shock.

Section 810
of the National Electric Code, ANSI/ NFPA No. 70-1981, provides in-
formation with respect to proper grounding of the mast and supporting
structure, grounding of the lead-in wire to an antenna discharge unit, size
of grounding conductors, location of antenna-discharge unit, connection
to grounding electrodes, and requirements for the grounding electrode.
See Figure 1.

16. Nonuse Periods—The power cord of the equipment should be unplugged
from the outlet when left unused for a long period of time.

17. Object and Liquid Entry—Care should be taken so that objects do not fall
and liquids are not spilled into the enclosure through openings.

18. Damage Requiring Service—The equipment should be serviced by quali-
fied service personnel when:

A. The power-supply cord or the plug has been damaged; or

B. Objects have fallen, or liquid has been spilled into the equipment; or

C. The equipment has been exposed to rain; or

D. The equipment does not appear to operate normally or exhibits a
marked change in performance; or

E. The equipment has been dropped, or the enclosure damaged.

19. Servicing—The user should not attempt to service the equipment

beyond that described in the operating instructions. All other servicing
